TREASURER’S REPORT

At the executive and member meetings each month, I report on the amount of available
cash. This is the total of our four savings accounts and our checking account. Of course
this amount varies from month to month. As we are collecting dues and assessments (our
biggest money-making enterprise), the amount of cash on-hand increases. And as we
spend money from our accounts during the year, the amount of available cash decreases.
The Fin does not make enough money to pay all of our bills without taking funds from
the dues and assessments. October is the first month of our new year and is an interesting
time to look at how much cash is “available”. The graph below presents the available cash
on the last day of September for the years 2005 through 2008. In 2005, we had the lowest
cash on-hand, and in 2007 we had the most cash on-hand. For the other years, cash on-
hand approximated $70,000. Of course, we would like to see this amount increase and
everything that you do to assist the club financially helps make this happen. Attending
and/or coordinating a function is the best way to help the club accumulate additional
revenue. So, I hope to see you at the next club function.
